Superior Point Luxury Cottage
Terms and Conditions of all Rentals

1.  GENERAL

The cottage is owned by the “Owner” and is offered by JE Partners, known as the “Company” as vacation rental accommodation for the “Client” (applicant named on ‘Cottage Rental Application’) according to the terms and conditions as set out in the “Cottage Rental Application” and the following “Terms and Conditions”.

2. RESTRICTIONS

The Client agrees to abide by the restrictions set forth by the Owner and shall be responsible for any and all guests, for adherence to the restrictions.

3. PAYMENT

Bookings shall be confirmed in writing by the Company on approval of application and on receipt of a bank draft covering 50% of the rental fee and the full security deposit.  The balance shall be due and payable prior or upon arrival.  The issuance of written confirmation to the Client by the Company shall complete a binding contract between the Client and the Owner.  All payments are made to “JE Partners”.

4. SECURITY DEPOSIT

A security deposit cheque for $215 U.S. ($300 Cdn) is required with all bookings. The Company will re-issue a cheque to you within 14 days of the end of your stay, providing there have been no long distance telephone charges, additional cleaning required or damage to the cottage or the equipment supplied, AND the key has been returned to the specified location.  Any additional repairs/cleaning are your responsibility and will be deducted from the deposit.

5. CANCELLATION

Any cancellation made by the client must be in writing to the Company. In the unfortunate event that you have to cancel your vacation, the Company will try its best to re-rent the selected dates. If the Company is successful in re-booking the accommodation for part or all of the period of the cancelled booking, it shall refund to the Client the monies collected for part or all of the booking period less an administration fee of U.S.$50 ($75 Cdn) per cancelled week or part thereof.  If the Company is unable to re-book the accommodation for any part of the vacation period at all, then all monies paid by the Client to the Company shall be forfeited to the Company.

6. REPRESENTATION

The information contained in any printed material, photographs is believed to be accurate at the time of publication.  The company reserves the right to make any changes it deems necessary to more accurately reflect the cottage property.  Appliances, TV’s, VCR’s and other such equipment are supplied at the discretion of the Owner as an added feature for the Client.  While every attempt will be made to ensure that such equipment and all other appliances are in working order for a Client’s vacation, should any breakdown or other situation occur whereby these items are not available for the term of the rental period, neither the Company or the Owner take responsibility for replacing or refunding the Client for the lack of use of these elements. 

7. OCCUPANCY

Clients who have guests at the property in excess of the pre-authorized number are subject to either immediate eviction without refund or a U.S. $100 (Cdn $150) per night per guest charge, at the discretion of the Company/Owner.  Sub-letting of the cottage property is not permitted.   Where separate parties will be occupying the cottage property at different time periods, Cottage Rental Application Forms must be completed by each party.  Camping, tenting, trailers or other additional accommodation facilities will not be allowed unless previous written permission has been granted through the Company.  Please note that ANY person, REGARDLESS of age is counted as a person in the occupancy of a cottage. 

8. PETS

Superior Point Cottage has a “no pets” policy, but it doesn’t mean that there have not been pets on/in the premises previously.  The Company does not take responsibility for allergies or other conditions arising at any cottage.  Allowing a pet at a ‘no pet’ cottage could result in a fee of U.S. $215 ($300 Cdn).

9. INVENTORY/HOUSEHOLD RULES

The Client is expected to leave the cottage in the same condition that it was in, upon their arrival, and is responsible for the cleaning of the cottage before they leave.  Cleaning supplies are provided.  The Client agrees to read and abide by the Household Rules and to use the inventory and equipment in a safe and responsible manner.  Any additional cleaning required, breakage or damage to inventory, equipment or any other part of cottage property, above and beyond normal “wear and tear” could result in the Client forfeiting all or part of the security/damage deposit.  Unless linen service has been purchased for a fee of U.S. $50 ($75 Cdn), linens and towels are not provided.

10. The Company will not be liable for any consequential damages, loss or expense arising out of or in connection with the use of the rental property or the inability to use the rental property for any purpose whatever.  The Company’s maximum liability for all damages, losses and causes of action, whether in contract, tort or otherwise, shall not in any case exceed in aggregate the contract price for the rental.


11. In addition, the Renter undertakes to indemnify and hold the Company harmless against any and all loss, claims, causes of action, demands and/or costs and expenses that may be incurred by the Renter in relation to the cottage rental.

       The parties agree that this contract shall be governed by the laws of the Province of Ontario and agree to attorn solely to the jurisdiction of the courts of Ontario with respect to any and all disputes arising out of the interpretation and application of this contract and the relationship between Company and the Renter.

I have read, understand and agree to abide by the Terms and Conditions as set out above.  I understand that the cottage owner(s), the Company or its employees or agents will not be liable whatsoever for any loss or any injury to myself or anyone on or using the cottage or its’ property during my rental term, however caused.
